MR HOFFMAN. Ckay, |'d like to call the neeting
to order. It is 5:01 p.m

The matters before the Board this afternoon are
setting the final mleage and approval of the final
budget. The resol utions com ng before the Board are
as follows:

Resol uti on 2020-85: Resolution of The Children’s
Trust of M am -Dade County, Florida, adopting the
final mllage rate for |evying of ad val oremtaxes for
The Children’s Trust of M am -Dade County, Florida for
fiscal year 2020-2021; and declaring the percentage
change in the property tax |evy as defined under
section 200.065, Florida Statutes; providing for an
effective date.

And Resol ution 2020-86: Resol ution of The
Children’s Trust of M am -Dade County, Florida,
adopting the final budget for fiscal year 2020-2021;
providing for an effective date.

As state | aw mandates, the first itemfor
di scussion is Resolution 2020-85, setting the final
m ||l age necessary to fund the budget, as well as a
di scussion of the specific purpose for which the ad

val orem tax revenues are being used.
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Qur CEO JimHaj, wll further explain.

MR HAJ: M. Chair, thank you.

This will be the 18th year of The Children’s
Trust. The final mllage rate to be levied in order
to produce sufficient ad val oremtaxation revenue,
which will be adequate to pay the appropriations and
t he budget for the fiscal year beginning Cctober 1,
2020 and endi ng Septenber 30, 2021, shall be 0.04507
mlls.

The final operating mllage rate of 0.4507 wil|
result in a property tax increase of 0.0%which is
sane as the roll-back rate of 0.4507 mlls. The roll-
back rate is the mllage rate that will generate
approxi mately the sanme anount of property tax revenues
as approved for the prior year. Last year’'s actual
property tax levy for The Children’s Trust was
$143, 145,117.00. This years proposed ad val oremt ax
revenue estimated at 95% ad valoremtax |evy of 0.4507
mlls is $139, 822, 634. 00.

Since the beginning of the funding cycle
effective October 1, 2018, The Trust has comm tted an
additional $35.1 million annually and a $162.4 mllion
over a five year cycle in additional funds here marked
for programservices for the fiscal year 2019 through

2023. This five year comm tnent continues to
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enphasi ze the inportance of program spendi ng that
provides critical services for children and famlies
i n our comunity.

The Trust al so increased recurring funding in
excess of $6 million annually to increase program
services in parenting, early chil dhood devel opnent,
heal th and wel | ness, and fam |y and nei ghbor hood
supports as a result of the great need caused by the
pandeni c.

Total budget and programr ng services,
$157, 544,548. 00. And the 2021 budget reflects
managenent expenses of 6.23% expense. The lowest in
Trust history. 1It’s also a .03 decrease from | ast
year. And in Trust history, this is the | owest
managenent expense ratio and the | argest budget
i nvest ment in program services.

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M5. FREEMAN. Good afternoon, everybody. | can't
see you yet, | just see the agenda, but I’mgoing to
go ahead and get started.

Thank you for this opportunity to share with you
briefly about how The Children’s Trust funding has
made a positive inpact on the children and youth and
their famlies that we serve at Trinity Church
Peacenmaker Fam |y Center.

My nane is Linda Freeman, and |’ mthe Executive
Director of the Peacenmaker Famly Center at Trinity
Church. And we have been funded by The Children’s
Trust, this will be our 18th year.

So when The Children's Trust extended their first
50 contracts into the community, we were there and we
were a summer canp provider. And since that tine, we
have provided a variety of programm ng, parenting,
sunmer canp after-school, through Children’ s Trust
funding, and we are so very grateful.

This afternoon | just want to focus in on the
power of innovation and how The Children’s Trust has
been very instrunental in bringing innovative prograns
to the children in Mam -Dade County. And
specifically in our case, back in 2016, The Children’'s
Trust extended an opportunity to fund an innovation to

serve mddl e and hi gh school students for summer canp
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and after school. And | wote a proposal for a
concept that | call Generation 2050. And that program
was designed, | wanted to see students being given
opportunity way beyond what peopl e woul d have thought
was their capacity. And so students were focused on
STEM | eader shi p, entrepreneurship, mndful ness, and
sone other activities. And since that time, Gen 2050
has continued to be funded by The Children’s Trust as
a sunmmer canp program

Specifically, | want to let you know how
I mportant your innovation funds and being willing to
hear and support new ideas are, and | see that in your
budget that you are going to continue that. But |
just want to say how powerful it is. Last year |
applied to the National CGeographic Society for an
expl orer grant called Bats, Bees, and Butterflies, to
take our Gen 2050 students into a higher |evel of
science activity. And it was funded. So |'ve becone
a National Geographic Explorer, and Gen 2050 students
since |l ast, since 2019, have been involved in the
Bats, Bees and Butterflies science project funded by
The Children’s Trust and the National Geographic
Soci ety.

W were granted an innovation grant to do queen

breeding | ast year, and since that tine, |'’mhappy to
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announce to you that the National CGeographic Society
has noted Gen 2050 as a programthat they are trying
to inplenment sonmething like it on a worldw de scal e.
And they have sonething called National Geographic
Education Departnent, and within that they started a
new programcalled Youth Initiatives. And they called
me a couple of weeks ago and said, |ook, Gen 2050 is
what we’ve been trying to come up with and we realize
that we funded you to do sonething we wi sh we could
do. And over the last couple of weeks, | have spent
so nuch tinme with the National Geographic, in that

t hey have noted as they put out their proposals for
education this year, they' ve listed Gen 2050 as a
nodel programto be used around the world.

And | know that sounds crazy, because | can
barely believe it nmyself that I’msaying it out |oud
to you, but they started sonething called Youth
Leadership Programthat’s begi nni ng next week. They
called me on the phone and said, listen, we want you
to recommend sone of your Gen 2050 students to our
Youth Initiative Program it’'s going to be filled with
kids fromaround the world and young people. And so
far, they were in a hurry to do it, but what they did
was, when the application came out, in order to apply

to this National Geographic worldw de Youth Initiative
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Program you had to click a dropdown box and you had
to say what programare you apart of and who nom nat ed
you. In that dropdown box was Gen 2050. And that was
an application that went out around the world.

So | just want to say thank you because the
i nvestment that The Children’s Trust has made to do
new t hi ngs and expand capacity here in M am - Dade
County, people know about it. So inmagine, the
Nati onal Geographic Society is pronoting a program
t hat you funded back in 2017, is sonething they w shed
they figured out howto do. And it’s because of you
that we’'re going to have students from M am - Dade
County this year involved in this Youth Initiative
Program One of nmy nentor, or she’'s a nmentor to Cen
2050, she’'s a college student, but she's starting this
week in a | eadership program The professor is a
prof essor fromthe Col unbia University Business
School. There are only 38 students in this program
and they are fromaround the world. |’manticipating
ot her students being included in the program

And | cannot thank you enough for taking the
chance to do sonething different that no one ever has
done before. So |I just can't say enough. And what |
can say, that over the years, over the |last 18 years,

t hi ngs have gotten to be nore standardi zed and that’s
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really inportant, but keeping in mnd that innovation
is also inportant. So thank you so much.

MR HOFFMAN.  Thank you. Thank you for your
comments, Reverend Freenan.

Next up, I'll turn it over to Chant Loreen, who
is the president and CEO of Easter Seals of South
Fl ori da.

MS. LOREEN:. Thank you, Chairman. And hello to
all the Board nenbers and staff.

It’s an, honestly, an honor to cone before all of
you and speak out in the conmunity and support
gratitude, really, for what The Children’s Trust has
al ways done for our children and famlies at Easter
Seals. But this year we all know has been an
extraordinary year, so | want --

You can hear me?

kay. | talk about the partnership with The
Children's Trust because | want to kind of share with
you that | feel like not only in ny role as Easter
Seal s, but as a nenber of the comunity, that The
Children’s Trust really is a gold standard for the way
a funder can partner for inpact with an organization,
and | 'mreally grateful for that.

The Children’s Trust support has long been life
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changing for the children of Easter Seals. | know
many of you have been to the center, so you know what
| mean when | say the children of Easter Seals are
children with disabilities, who so deserve every
opportunity to have a well-being that's cultivated to
be included and chal | enged and grow and our program
with The Children’s Trust is a critical conponent of
how we do that work. That’'s the essential outcone of
our worKk.

The Trust is a vital partner every year, but this
year, | want to share with you a little bit about a
story about how essential the partnership was and how
it looked fromthe famlies perspective and fromthe
reci pients prograns perspective.

We all know what a difficult spring it was for
everyone in our comunity. | know that you know t hat
famlies with children with special needs really had a
very devastating spring. Many of our famlies were
unabl e to work, even working at hone wasn’t an option
for themw th the challenges that they were
navigating. Qur children were really struggling by
the loss of their routine, they re | earning academc
| osses, behavior | osses, independent skill | osses,
they were really profound. And in the spring, our

famlies were really, really desperate.
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And so when the Trust finally stepped forward,
after a lot of deliberation, | assune at the Board
| evel and beyond, to really think about whether sumrer
canps should and could be a safe option for their
prograns, | can tell you, | have goosebunps when |
tell you, when we told the famlies that we were going
to be there for themin the summer, the relief that so
many of them expressed, and finally after three |ong
nont hs that they would have a partner in-person again
with themwas such a profoundly relieving experience
for our famlies. W served 200 children in our
summer canp in June, and for those of you that know,

t hat was the height of the pandem c.

Wien we announced it, this respite and the return
to in-person work was very difficult. | know that you
know that it was an unprecedented effort. And | can
tell you that The Trust stepped in and al ongsi de us.
Once the decision was made to fund our prograns, |ike
al ways, they played a | eadership role and partnered
with us. They provided, | shouldn't say they, you,
you provi ded PPE to ensure that our prograns had the
resources we needed to safely reopen. | can tell you,
from our perspective, your staff was flexible and
supportive, but as always, very high standards, right.

Very, very good at listening to hear what we felt
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wor ked, but making sure froma | eadership | evel that
the prograns that you funded and partnered with and
hel ped to stand up were going to be safe for the
famlies and the children that we served. As a result
of that, in June, many of our nothers and fathers were
able to return to work. Their children returned to
our centers. Financially and enotionally this was a
trenendous step forward for them And we were so
happy to have our chil dren back.

And | know that you know that M. Haj played
beyond a comunity |eading role in making sure that
all providers understood the inportance of the right
protocols to keep everyone safe and healthy. Easter
Seal s foll owed those protocols. W had no cases of
transm ssion in our summer canp. W started on day
one and we cl osed on the |ast day of summer canp,
whi ch was no small effort, but we were really, really
proud of that.

The children so happy to be back in school, so
happy to see their teachers, so happy to be out of
their house. Sone of themsaid, “I'"mjust so happy to
be out of ny house.” It was just the cutest thing.
They are so eager to learn. Fast forward to today,
our teachers are working hard to try to mtigate the

| earning and skill |osses that our children endured
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while we were closed. W had our successful summer
canp, afterschool prograns are running. W started on
August 24th, again, with support from The Children’s
Trust.

And so | want to just say that the community and
our famlies is beyond fortunate to have a | eading
organi zati on such as The Trust to | ook after the well-
bei ng of our children. Beyond providing the funding,
its being there as a | eader in the conmunity to | ook
after our children, children with special needs, al
children in our comunity. And so |I'’mvery happy to
speak in support of The Trust and the incredi ble work
that you' re doing on behalf of children with speci al
needs. So thank you for the opportunity, | really
appreciate it.

MR. HOFFMAN:  Thank you, Loreen.

Finally, we have Dr. M chael Al essandri,
Executive Director of the University of M am -Nova
Sout heastern University Center for Autism and Rel ated
Disabilities.

M chael ?

MR. ALESSANDRI: Hi, everybody. Good eveni ng.
| " m happy to be here. And always hard to follow ny
friend Loreen. But based on, building on what she and

Linda said, | think the nost inportant thing |I can
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tell you is children wwth disabilities are, as you
wel | know, the nost disenfranchi sed individuals we
have in our community. And without The Children’s
Trust, that would continue to be a significant
problem It’'s still a problem It’s a challenge
always in school and in community on a broad scal e.
But The Children’s Trust has been and continues to be
t he gane changi ng organi zati on that has el evated not
only opportunity for inclusion and opportunity for
hi gh | evel of engagenent beyond the school experience
and the hone experience, but it’s also elevated the
quality of every possible type of care that we provide
in this comunity. And | think that’s the nost
I mportant thing.

| have had the privilege for the past 25 years of
bei ng associated with the Center for Autismat the
University of Mam and that’'s been a great privilege.
But one of the best parts about it is |I’'ve been able
to sit on the sidelines, and in the trenches npbst of
the tinme, but watching all of these changes occur
overtinme. Looking at where we started, where we’' ve
been, and where we’'re going. And it's all to the
credit of The Trust and its high standards and its
ability to elevate progranmatic quality over the

course of time and over our entire conmunity.
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| also want to thank you for, 2012 | was the
proud recipient of The David Lawence Jr. Chanpion for
Children Award. | take that very, | don't take that
very lightly. | think it’s the nost significant honor
|"ve ever had and | take the responsibility very
seriously.

W are fortunate to have funding from The Trust
for two of our programs. The majority of our funding
cones fromthe state of Florida. W are a statutory
programthat is mandated to serve every individua
with autism any age, any functioning |evel, at any
point in their lives throughout the state. Qur
program serves Dade County, Broward and Monroe. And
we're currently serving over 13,000 famlies, so
that’s no easy task. And we need the support of
community partners and funding partners |like all of
you in order to execute our programs. And we’'re super
grateful.

Just today we were told to cut six percent of our
budget fromthe State Departnment of Education. Three
nonths into the fiscal year, a cut like that is
astoni shing conplex, so we're grateful to have the
partnership with The Trust, grateful that you fund our
canps, particularly grateful that you fund one

initiative which allows us to get kids diagnosed nmuch
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nore qui ckly and decrease the lag tinme between a
parents concern and the tine when they get diagnosed.
Because that lag time is an opportunity for early
intervention that you can never get back.

So what you’'re doing there is changing not only
the i nmedi ate outcones for children, but the |ong-term
outcones. Because if we can get theminto high
qual ity evi denced-based interventions, get theminto
the right school progranms, the outcones are nuch
better than they would have ever have been. And we
know there are significant delays, particularly for
mnority children and children who are traditionally
underserved. So that funding is, again, it’'s an
equal i zer, it’s a gane changer, and we couldn't be
nore grateful.

W' re so proud of our partnership with The Trust,
so proud of our partnership with all of the agencies
that we work with that our funded by the Trust as
well. And | just want to say, personally, that M.
Haj is, he'll smle when | say this, but he’'s a great
hero of mne and all of us who are in the business of
taking care of children. He's always willing to take
acall, always willing to listen. And | have called
himin the past year, making sonme reconmendations for

new things that could be funded that woul d support our
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famlies, particularly with children with disabilities
who are in crisis, not just in the mdst of COVID, but
in general, because access to care is still
conplicated, particularly in terns of state and
federal benefits. And he’s an action guy and |’ m an
action guy, so | appreciate that.

So | just want to thank you all. Happy to be
here. Proud to be here with ny friend Loreen. And
t hank you. And nuch gratitude to all of you for the
work you’' re doing for all of us. Thanks.

Connect Families works and is funded t hrough The
Children's Trust and has been fromthe onset as one of
the community partnerships, famly nei ghborhood
support partnerships. And perhaps in this tine nore
t han ever we’ ve been able to step up, but not only
step up by ourselves, but really activate the whole
network of the partnership. Just recently as
Sat urday, we unl oaded an 18-wheel er truck and
activated those partners to give out over 1,300 boxes
of food delivered to homes where fol ks woul d ot herw se
not have access to food. But its beyond just the
i mredi ate and basic needs, it's really about the
enotional support, the connections that nmake our
community a great community to work with and live in.
And having access to famlies and havi ng those
rel ationships that we work with, whether it’'s UM Card
as a partner when we have children that have autism or
related disabilities, or United Way, and really
partnering with themon a nunber of things. It’'s
really about bringing all of us together.

So | could not let this Trim Meeting go by to say
t hank you. And we recognize the resiliency and the
| eadership that it takes because it is government

funding, so it isn't like a private foundation that
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you could just decide, well, we’'re just going to do
things differently, there is a lot of things that go
behi nd the scenes to make those things happen. And |
wanted to nake sure that M. Haj, and Stephanie, and
the rest of the team know that we recognize that. And
it makes a big difference. Not only to our
organi zation, to our staff, who is not having to worry
about whether or not they were going to be furl oughed
but really being able to concentrate on hel pi ng those
famlies and those kids. So thank you, because we
know it’s not easy.
